OBJECTIVES:
1. The student will increase his understanding of acting skills and concepts.

2. The student will learn to analyze and interpret scripts and characters.

3. The student will gain an understanding of theatre production concepts and skills through study and use of makeup, costuming, properties, and some elements.

4. The student will explore the specialized theatrical form of musical theatre.

GRADING:


1/3 PARTICIPATION/TECHNIQUE – one grade each week


1/3 WRITTEN ASSIGNMENTS – assignments on each unit – folder, handouts, projects


1/3 INDIVIDUAL AND GROUP PROJECTS as scheduled

Students who are absent the day an assignment is due must turn the work in on the day they return with an absence excuse to receive full credit.  Late assignments will not receive full credit.  Students are required to make up work assigned unless they have been absent for the entire preparation time of a group performance project.  Students are responsible for all material covered whether present or not.

Students can receive EXTRA CREDIT for participating in any Bowie Starlight Theatre production as an usher or member of the cast or crew.  Students may also receive extra credit for attending any local theatrical performance by proving attendance or participation.

CLASS RULES:

1. Students must bring folder, paper, pen, and all materials needed for class each day.  The text should only be brought when requested.  Last minute trips to the locker will not be permitted.

2. Absolutely no drinks, candy, or gum of any kind in slowed in the classroom or theatre.
