Theatre Production is given the same GPA weight as any other academic class at Bowie High School.  Therefore, it is a requirement for any student registered for the afternoon section of Theatre Production to complete the following requirements:

1) Reading the Starlight Theatre Company Policy* and fulfilling the responsibilities listed.

2) sMaintaining a Starlight Theatre Company Hour Sheet* and turning it in as required each six weeks when called for by the STC Secretaries.

3) Earning an average of 25 hours of production work each six weeks outside the regular class day unless the student is working during one of his/her off periods
Junior and senior students registered for Theatre Production III or Theatre Production IV may have additional requirements in order to receive Honors Credit.

Each student is required to complete the two-hour Theatre Production maintenance final as scheduled at the end of each semester.
